Since the official launch of the Korean Honor Society (KHS) in November 2013, the KHS has grown
continuously in terms of the number of chapters and members across the country and there are 206 new
inductees this year. During the 2017-2018 academic year, the number of KHS chapters increased to
fifteen with the addition of four new chapters: the Deep Rooted Tree (Chapter #12) at Milpitas High
School in Milpitas, CA; the Hongik Chapter (Chapter #13) at John F. Kennedy High School in La
Palma, CA; the Nuri Bom (Chapter #14) at Centreville High School, Clifton, VA; and the Yoo, Gwan-
Sun Chapter (Chapter #15) at Shermano Oaks Center for Enriched Studies, Tarzana, CA.
